SAUCY JACK IS BACK!  The intergalactic musical sensation, SAUCY JACK AND THE SPACE VIXENS, shimmers into view at The Venue-Leicester Square, WC2.  This brand new, glitzy production stars pop diva Faye Tozer (formerly of STEPS) who makes her West End debut playing Space Vixen, Jubilee Climax.  New cosmic choreography is by the BBC’s                    Strictly Come Dancing’s popular panellist, Bruno Tonioli.  This glam-rock space odyssey previews from 24 November.  Press Night: Tuesday 6 December at 7.30pm.

In the dark reaches of the planet Frottage 3, at Saucy Jack's cabaret bar, the evil shadow of the Slingback Killer looms. Cabaret artistes are being picked off one by one – the heel of a sequinned slingback plunged into their youthful chests.  Will the Space Vixens arrive in time to halt the blood-lust and save the day by the Power of Disco?  Murder, disco, glamour and glitz all combine with a funky original score to create an ecstatic night of wild hilarity.  

Faye Tozer was a member of STEPS for five years enjoying chart successes including One for Sorrow and Tragedy.  The band toured the world, becoming Britain’s most successful band since the Beatles.  She went on to have a top ten hit with opera singer Russell Watson called Someone Like You and together they toured the UK.  Most recently Faye starred in the UK tour of Love Shack.  Choreographer Bruno Tonioli is currently one of the judges on the BBC’s hugely successful Strictly Come Dancing.  He has worked on countless music videos and shows for the likes of Elton John, Michael Jackson, Freddie Mercury, Tina Turner and Paul McCartney.  His film and television work includes Little Voice and Absolutely Fabulous.
SAUCY JACK AND THE SPACE VIXENS was first performed ten years ago at the Edinburgh Fringe Festival where it was an instant success.  The show’s development led, via a successful West End Season at the Queen’s Theatre, to a home in a club under the arches at London Bridge where for two years a galaxy of theatregoers popped on plastic, grabbed their glitterboots and slapped on the sequins – creating a cult classic.  

SAUCY JACK AND THE SPACE VIXENS was originally conceived as a piece of theatre that might appeal to an audience more at home in bars and clubs than in a proscenium arch theatre.   The Venue – Leicester Square, former home of Taboo and Round the Horne…revisited, provides the ideal cabaret environment for this interstellar event.  Much of the audience are seated in Jack’s seductively sleazy bar and are close at hand when the Slingback Killer strikes.
